Hype, product placement,
misleading race representations,
biased and incomplete political
coverage - these and others are all
seen regularly by the GRIID crew
in their monitoring of the local
news.  In response to some of the
most egregious examples of local
media reporting gone wrong,
GRIID has introduced a new
feature on there website called
"Dissecting the Local News".
Located on the front of the GRIID
website, this new section features
the text or transcripts of local TV
and print news stories and offers
insightful analysis.  Designed to
help the reader develop better
critical media viewing skills, the
analysis points out missing
context, inaccurate framing,
inconsistencies and distortions as
well as pointing the reader to
additional sources of information.
The articles dissected are arranged
both chronologically as well as
also archived by topics such as
government and politics,
commercial news, fluff, crime
coverage, hype, gender
representation, economy, and war
coverage.  Articles are posted
regularly every week at http://
www.griid.org/localnews/.

On Wednesday, May 4, 100 students
from Central High
School, teachers,
school administrators,
parents and staff from
Spectrum HeartReach
program gathered at
the Wealthy Street
Theatre to showcase a
social marketing
campaign. Spectrum
HeartReach teamed up
with the GRIID staff to
help students create images and
messages about the importance of
diabetes prevention.

Students heard from several health
educators about what diabetes is and
how to prevent it. The GRIID staff then
conducted a Media Literacy
presentation to students in order to help
them understand how advertisers target
them with messages to consume
unhealthy foods. According to Juliet
Schor, professor of Sociology at Boston
College, marketers spend at least $15
billion a year targeting children and the
bulk of that marketing is for fast food
or junk food items.

 Students created a logo, posters, a
magazine and wrote scripts for 17
public service announcements. GRIID,
along with Spectrum HeartReach

educator Raquel Pereira, returned to
Central High School to film the
students PSAs. The pieces were edited
and copies were made for health

educators and legislators.
On April 20, we went

to Lansing for Diabetes
Prevention day to meet
with lawmakers on the
importance of funding for
diabetes prevention. The
Central High School social
marketing campaign was
so successful that they
received an award from the
State Surgeon General's

office.
The Wealthy Theatre event on May

4 was an opportunity for the students
to see their diabetes prevention
commercials on the big screen and to
tell those in attendance, what this
campaign meant to them. Several
students shared how this was a
wonderful learning experience and how
much fun they had in making their own
media. After the presentation, parents
and school administrators asked for
copies of the program and other health
professional inquired about how they
could do more of this type of education.
It was a wonderful affirmation of the
importance of media literacy, but also
the power of partnerships in these kinds
of projects.

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Festival of the Arts, in downtown Grand
Rapids, celebrates its 35th year of
bringing together musicians, artists,
craftspeople and the Greater Grand
Rapids community together. It's the
ultimate kickoff to summer and of all the
other festivals held in Grand Rapids.

Held in the first full weekend in June,
Festival, as it is affectionately known,
showcases art in all forms and
encompasses the entire central city area.
With six performance stages, over twenty
food booths of varying delights, and lots
of art involvement activities, Festival has
been a traditional hit with many people -
even with
those who
never set
foot on
F e s t i v a l
g r o u n d s .
How so, you
ask? The
answer is
they can
experience
the audio and visual aspects of Festival
through the GRCMC cablecast.  The
CMC and Festival have shared a uniquely
common goal in strengthening our local
community by providing outlets for
citizens to share their creativity.

GRTV, the public access station for
Grand Rapids and an affiliate of the CMC,
is in its 21st year covering the event LIVE,
giving hundreds of people the chance to
experience Festival without leaving their
home.  In the early days of GRTV, we
offered limited coverage of a few
performances and interviews with
festival-goers.  This was enough for the
small size of the festival back in the
1980's.  In 2005, Festival has grown
tremendously, still maintaining its all-
volunteer status, and with it GRTV has
grown as well.  We now cablecast LIVE
all three days (June 3,4,5) from Calder
stage bringing our viewers the
performances from the biggest stage.
Additionally, our sister affiliate,
GrandNet, takes our audio and video
signal and streams it on the Festival
website, www.festivalofthearts.org.
Anyone with an internet connection can

see what's happening at Festival in real time
as it is happening on stage.

When there is no performance on Calder
stage, we air segments on other 'things to
do' at Festival, produced by our team from
the MoLLIE (Mobile Learning Lab for
Information Education) department.  They'll
be canvassing the grounds all day Friday in
search of creative people, funny stories and
talented groups, putting together short
MoLLIE Moments that will air as filler
during mainstage changeovers.

We're excited to have the use of a
professional camera crane and operators this
year, donated by Dave Lowing, of Lowing

Light and Grip in Grand Rapids.  We
will be utilizing this new tool all day
Saturday, so look for some great shots
sweeping up and over the crowd, flying
in towards the stage.

A live TV production of this caliber
is usually executed by a paid,
experienced crew; but, believe it or not,
we rely on our members and other
volunteers to operate cameras, audio,
graphics, and even direct during the

weekend. This is GRTV's biggest event: we
bring in people who are interested in making
TV, and people who are already making their
own public access shows, and unite them to
bring Festival to those who aren't able to
attend. This type of production is the nature
and lifeblood of public access television, and
we're proud to be a part of it.

Since its humble beginnings in 1970 and
GRTV's partnership starting in the 1980's,
Festival continues to bring a sense of pride
and community to our city.  People who
normally go unheard, or don't get a chance
to make a difference, get to showcase their
artistic flare and creativity at Festival.
Remember GRTV's motto: If you're not
making TV, it's making you!

GRTV will air Festival LIVE on
Comcast Cable 24 beginning Friday, June
3rd at 11:30am until Sunday, June 5th at
around 7pm.  If you are not in the GRTV
viewing area, log on to
www.festivalofthearts.org to see the live
webcast.

CMC Continues Live Festival Coverage

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For the last couple of years I've been
working on City Connection, a regular
GRTV production.  The idea of the
show is simple, but fairly profound for
this day and age-call the Mayor of
Grand Rapids and ask him questions.

My role on the program has
primarily been as technical overseer;
set up the lights, update the graphics,
make sure the phone system is working
so we don't get feedback on the air, etc.
All of these things are done by GRTV
volunteers and other GRTV staff.  The
show is live, so there's always a deluge
of last second details that make me
nervous.  Is the intro cued?  Are all the
audio levels set?  Is our signal routed
to go on air?  It's like in Return of the
Jedi when the Rebels are on a mission
to destroy the second Death Star.
They've just blown up the core and
they're flying out and there's all this
stuff blowing up around them and the
flames are threatening to engulf their
ship, and suddenly the horizon is wide
open and they've done it.  That's how it
feels.

It isn't until we're a couple of
minutes into the program that I relax
and feel the importance of the show
sink in.  The unlimited democratic
potential of City Connection impresses
me most, and just like democracy in
general, it's how much people
participate that determines the success
of the show.  I've worked on episodes
where there've been only three phone
calls over the span of an hour, and it's

during those shows that you see the
strained look on the Mayor's face while
he desperately tries to reach out to
people with information,
understanding, and guidance.  On the
flip side, we've taken dozens of calls in
a single show, offering answers to
people on a wide range of topics.

Oh, the topics.  City Connection,
like I mentioned, is based on democratic
principles which means that the agenda
of the program is set more or less by
the callers.  So, we can discuss taxes,
school budgets, naming streets, city
development, events happening around
town or whatever.  I've heard struggling
mothers call to ask about enforcing
alimony payments from deadbeat dads.
There've been many discussions about
race relations in Grand Rapids.  We've
talked about city transportation and how
that ties into a larger social issue than
just getting from Point A to Point B.  All
of these conversations took place in an
environment of mutual respect, which
is what really strikes me.  People call
the Mayor looking for an answer, and
he's able to reply without being
judgmental, pedantic, or patronizing.
After a call is taken, some sort of action
is usually set into motion, which is
another thing I like about the program.
It's not just a time for the Mayor to look
nice on television, but it's an
opportunity for him to roll up his
sleeves and deal with issues with people
like you and me.

Finally, I love how City Connection
fulfills the Community Media Center's
mandate of "Building Community
Through Media."  This happens on a

couple of levels.  First of all, we're
building community by creating access
to local government officials.  People
feel disenfranchised by the entire
political process because they don't
know where they can plug in, or they
feel they can't communicate effectively.
This show was designed to get people
plugged in, to get them communicating
and solving problems.  Say what you
want about politics, but what happens
on this show is nothing short of noble.

The other way we're "Building
Community Through Media" here is
with the volunteers that make the show
happen.  Civic-minded individuals from
all sorts of backgrounds work together
to operate the cameras, operate the
graphics, switch shots, run audio,
answer the phones, and floor direct, all
to create a forum where people can call
in.  It's that type of dedication and
camaraderie that inspires me, even if
the show doesn't get many calls.

I know I probably have this program
somewhat romanticized in my mind,
but it really is the democratic potential
that excites me.  This level of
interaction is rare in the media, and it
would be a terrible waste if people
didn't take advantage of the opportunity.
Even if you don't have a question, I'm
sure the mayor would gladly receive a
call letting him know that you
appreciate him being on the show.

The position of GRCMC board
member is one of the most important
jobs at the Community Media Center.

Who should run for the board?
First of all, you must be a CMC
member to run for the board.   Very
often the board has special needs such
as an accountant, a lawyer or a
seasoned fundraiser but we can also
use dedicated, hardworking individuals

with other skills and connections who
care about preserving a place for
community access in the media
landscape.

A good candidate should
understand our mission of "building
community through media" and believe
in it.  A good candidate does not come
in with a personal agenda or with some
notion of being "in charge".  A board
member serves the mission and
supports the organization.  There is a
time commitment of at least 2 meetings
per month (1 board meeting and 1
committee meeting) and typically board
members try to attend organizational
events and fundraisers.

New Wealthy Theatre Web Site Launched

The Community Media Center has
launched a new web site for the
Wealthy Theatre. The site, developed
internally by GrandNet, allows visitors
to get a schedule of upcoming events
at Wealthy, reserve the theatre, sign up
for a mailing list of upcoming events,
and get directions.

The core of the new Wealthy
Theatre web site is an events calendar
that functions as both a way of
displaying upcoming events as well as
an administrative backend for CMC
staff managing the Theatre. While
visitors can get a complete listing of
upcoming events with descriptions,
show times, and movie posters, the
CMC staff is able to use the web site
to make Theatre reservations and track
their status. Visitors can also sign up
for the Wealthy Theatre mailing list so

that they receive weekly
announcements of upcoming events at
the Theatre.

In addition to viewing upcoming
events, individuals and organizations
can also reserve the Theatre online
using the new web site. By clicking on
the "Reserve the Theatre" option,
visitors can get an updated list of rental
policies and rates as well as an online
reservation application. Once an
application for a reservation has been
made online, that date and time is
automatically blocked out on the events
calendar so that no other events can be
scheduled at that time. After the Theatre
manager has approved the event and
received the deposit, they simply make
a change to the database and the full
event listing is available in the calendar.
Using the online application is the
fastest and easiest way to reserve the
Theatre.

 All of these new features are
accomplished using a variety of new
web technologies and approaches-
asynchronous JavaScript (AJAX),
XHTML, and CSS-based design,
making the site a dramatic improvement
from the older and difficult to use Flash-
based site.
